· Introductions via Learning Preferences Activity:  NSEW
First, a bit about this activity:  it is similar to the Meyers-Briggs Personality Inventory, as this activity uses a set of preferences to understand how to be more tolerant of all the ways people approach a task, especially when learning with others.
