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Direct Quotations: Note that page numbers are required.

Introduce the quotation with a signal phrase that includes the author’s last name followed by the year of publication in parentheses. Put the page number in parentheses at the end of the quotations. Example:
According to Luck (2001), “previewing is a crucial step in text comprehension or interpretation” (p. 175).

If you do not use the author’s name in the signal phrase, then place the author’s name, the date and the page number in parentheses at the end of the quotation. Example:
Teaching comprehension of factual writing is a complex process. Previewing is “a crucial step in text comprehension or interpretation” (Mackler, 2001, p. 175).

Summary or Paraphrase: Note that the page number is not required but you may include one if it will help your readers find a specific page in a long work.

Include the author’s last name and the date either in the paraphrase or in parentheses at the end.  Example:
Donham (2002) concluded that when students initiated their own research they were more likely to exhibit persistence in their search for information than when the inquiry was teacher-directed.

Follow this practice for as many as five joint authors, separating their names with commas. Example:
Collaboration between the librarian and the teacher was an essential element in classrooms where resource-based teaching was effective (Donham, Kuhlthau, Bishop, & Oberg, 2001). 

For six or more authors use et al.  Example:
	Students who had been taught an information search process model were able to analyze their own research strategies and self-assess not only their product but also their process (Donham et al., 2003).

Unknown author: Use the first word or two of the title in the parenthetical citation. Example:
	The Iowa Department of Education has consistently opposed the implementation of statewide testing to determine success or failure of teachers (“State of Education,” 2000).

Secondary sources: If a study is described in another publication and you are using the second publication; only the second publication (Donham & Luck, 1999) should appear in your bibliography.
	Kuhlthau’s study (as cited in Donham & Luck, 1999) is the seminal work on research process among high school students.

Articles from Online Databases like ERIC or Academic Search Premier
When referencing material obtained from an online database (such as a database in the library), provide appropriate print citation information (formatted just like a "normal" print citation would be for that type of work). This will allow people to retrieve the print version if they do not have access to the database from which you retrieved the article.
