EDU 483:  Senior Seminar   - due Wednesday, April 29th, 2020
Professional Learning & Ethical Practice # 9:  The teacher engages in ongoing professional learning and uses evidence to continually evaluate his/her practice, particularly the effects of his/her choices and actions on others (learners, families, other professionals, and the community), and adapts practice to meet the needs of each learner.

Leadership & Collaboration #10:  The teacher seeks appropriate leadership roles and opportunities to take responsibility for student learning, to collaborate with learners, families, colleagues, other school professionals, and community members to ensure learner growth, and to advance the profession.

Scholarly & Professional Development:

First consideration—alternative professional paths:  guidance counselling, school administration, athletic director, school librarian, a graduate degree in your content area or curriculum and instruction, special education, etc.  Should you choose one of these (or another) fields, answer the following questions:

1. What would that program look like in terms of curriculum & length?
2. Most importantly, what will this professional work involve?
3. What would your employment prospects look like—essentially what is the demand?
4. What would you daily work life encompass?
5. What might be the inherent challenges and rewards of this alternative career path?
6. WHY are you interested in this particular field and what do you think you could contribute to your field, your students, your colleagues and your community via this position?
Second consideration:  What graduate schools and programs are of interest to you in pursuing this alternative path?  I would like you to explore at least one program.  In doing so, attend to the following:
What are the prerequisites for admission?

· Do you need to teach for a certain number of years prior to applying to admission?
