Potential cases to research:
Wood v. Strickland:  possession of alcohol at school-sponsored events & New Jersey v. TLO:  school searches of students
Engel v. Vitale & Abington School District:  Establishment Clause & school prayer.

Wisconsin v. Yoder:  Student rights & the Free Exercise Clause.

San Antonio Independent School District v. Rodriguez:  10th Amendment & local control in education.

Ingram v. Wright:  does corporal punishment violate the 8th Amendment?
Bethel v. Fraser & Hazelwood v. Kuhlmeier:  student free speech in school
Lemon v. Kurztman & Westside v. Mergens:  separation of church and state in public education
Lee v. Weisman & Abington v. Schempp:  school prayer
State Board of Education v. Barnette & Elk Grove Unified SD v. Newdon:  student recitation of the Pledge of Allegiance
Plyer v. Doe & Zelman v. Simmons-Harris:  can children of illegal immigrants attend public school & use of school vouchers and public tax dollars.
Fagan v. Summers & Hutchinson v. Toews:  student injury and teacher duty of care.
